You will be required to meet the registration requirements of Chapter 62 of the Code of Criminal Procedure (CCP) if you are convicted or
place on deferred adjudication for an offense for which a person is subject to the registration requirements under Chapter 62 CCP.

If the Court defers adjudicating your guilt and places you under community supervision, on violation of any condition you may be arrested
and detained as provided by law. You are then entitled to a hearing limited to a determination by the Court whether to proceed with an
adjudication of guilt on the original charge. After adjudication of guilt, all proceedings, including the assessment of punishment and your
right to appeal, continue as if adjudication of guilt had not been deferred.

If the Court defers an adjudication of guilt and places you on community supervision, you may have the right to petition the Court for an
order of non-disclosure after successfully completing community supervision, unless you are ineligible due to the nature of this offense or
your criminal history.

If the Court places you on community supervision, after satisfactorily fulfilling the conditions of community supervision and on expiration
of the period of community supervision, the court is authorized to release you from the penalties and disabilities resulting from the offense
as provided by Article 42A.701(f) CCP.
