SUBJECT: Truancy Court DDA Reversal

BACKGROUND
On October 25, 2006 the fonner County Judge requested approval to hold the Truancy Court
Manager grade G (pos. #2079) position vacant for six months from October 1, 2006 to March 31,
2007. The Truancy Court Manager position is budgeted in the FY2007 approved budget under the
Truancy Court Magistrates' budget department lOll. Court Order #2006-2026 authorized theDDA
credit for a total not to exceed $12,000 to the Truancy Court for the management initiative.

The day-to-day management of the Truancy Courts has been transferred to the Criminal Justice
Diversion Department. The Criminal Justice Director has requested filling the Truancy -Court
Manager position as soon as possible. According to DDA policy a position must be held for at least
six consecutive months. The purpose ofthis briefing is to discuss the reversal ofthe Truancy Court
DDA Management Initiative.

IMPACT ON OPERATIONS
The Director ofthe Criminal Justice Diversion Department has assumed operational responsibility
for managing the Truancy Courts. The Director recognizes that it is critical to the program operation
that the vacant Truancy Court Manager position be filled as quickly as possible. The Truancy Court
Manager grade G (pos. #2079) position was due to be held vacant for six months from October 1,
2006 to March 31,2007. The Truancy Court Manager position is budgeted in the FY2007 approved
budget under the Truancy Court Magistrates' budget department lOll.

FINANCIAL IMPACT
It was anticipated that holding the position open for six months would have saved Dallas County
$24,769 based on the FY2007 salaries and benefits at the step two of the grade G salary range.
Under DDA Policy the Truancy Court is eligible for halfofthe savings to the taxpayer not to exceed
ten times of the department's seed amount which is $1,200 annually for each court.
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The Truancy Court was credited $12,000 savings to the DDA spendable account (120.1011.2230)
and the remaining savings was budgeted in the DDA savings to the taxpayer account
(120.1011.2220) in the amount of$12,769. Reversing the DDA credit re-establishes the total funds
to the salary assistant account in the department's FY2007 budget by increasing the account by the
amount of$24,679 (120.1 011.1 020)

RECOMMENDATJON
The Office ofBudget and Evaluation recommends that Commissioners Court approve the reversal of
the DDA management initiative of holding the Truancy Court Manager position vacant for six
months and authorize transfening the funds in the amount of $24,679 to the Truancy Court
Administration's budget (120.1011.1020).
