BE IT REMEMBERED, at a regular meeting of the Commissioners Court of Dallas County, Texas, held on the 19th
day of August, 2025, on a motion made by Dr. Theresa M. Daniel, Commissioner of District 1 and seconded by Dr.
Elba Garcia, Commissioner of District 4 the following Resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS Financial awareness builds a foundation for a better tomorrow. Financial awareness, also known
as financial literacy, is the ability to understand and effectively use various financial skills and
concepts; and

WHEREAS Financial awareness empowers individuals to take control of their finances, reduce financial
stress, and work toward achieving long-term goals such as retirement planning and
homeownership; and

WHEREAS The U.S. Financial Literacy and Education Commission established National Financial
Awareness Day in 2017 to improve financial understanding and capability among Americans;
and

WHEREAS Less than half of Dallas County residents are homeowners, and 58% of Americans have less than
$1,000 in savings, making it difficult for many to afford a down payment on a home; and

WHEREAS Homeownership counseling is an essential component of financial awareness, providing
prospective buyers with the knowledge and confidence to make informed decisions.
Homeownership represents more than shelter; it is part of the American Dream, offering a
pathway to the middle class and, most importantly, an opportunity to build and pass down
generational wealth. Yet, for many, the requirement of a 3—10% down payment remains a
significant barrier; and

WHEREAS The Dallas County Home Loan Counseling Center, along with numerous local organizations and
programs, supports individuals and families on the path to homeownership through education,
counseling, and down payment assistance; and

WHEREAS Dallas County Health and Human Services Home Loan Counseling Center, in partnership with
Commissioner Daniel’s office and other community partners, will host “Homeownership Made
Easy: Down Payment Assistance and Grant Programs” on Saturday, August 30, 2025. This
informative expo is designed to guide individuals and families through the homebuying process
by offering valuable resources and information on various assistance programs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Dallas County Commissioners Court does hereby
recognize August 14 as Financial Awareness Day and commends the Dallas County Home Loan Counseling
Center for its efforts to promote financial literacy, homeownership, and generational wealth through its
programming and educational outreach.
