Over 4,000 treatment courts nationwide have positively impacted the lives of over 1.5 million individuals, resulting
in significant cost savings and improved outcomes in education, employment, housing, family reunification, and
healthcare for addicted mothers; and

Dallas County's first Drug Court, the Dallas.Initiative for Expedited Recovery and Treatment (DIVERT) Court,
founded by John Creuzot in 1998, focused on using the courts to keep individuals engaged in drug treatment and

~ reduce recidivism rates; and

Dallas County is home to 14 certified adult treatment courts, tailored to the unique strengths and needs of the
community, focusing on areas such as Co-Occurring Disorders, Reentry, Mental Health, DWI, Substance Use,
Commercially Exploited Individuals, and Veterans; and

The Dallas County Specialty Courts 530 Committee aims to foster team building, provide training, and recognize
the hard work and dedication of treatment courts and our vendor collaborations; and

The success of Dallas County Treatment Courts is made possible through collaborative partnerships with key
stakeholders including the Judiciary, the Dallas County Public Defender’s Office, the Dallas County District
Attorney’s Office, the Dallas County Community Supervision and Corrections Department, the Dallas County
Criminal Justice Department, and various community treatment and resource providers; and

In 1995, All Rise, previously known as the National Association of Drug Court Professionals, initiated the sole
national conference for treatment court professionals. RISE serves as a platform that brings together leaders in
public health and public safety, collaborating to enhance treatment options for individuals with substance use and
mental health issues who are engaged in the justice system. Regarded as the leading global conference on
addiction, mental health, and justice reform, RISE will be returning to Kissimmee, Florida from May 28-31, 2025.
In honor of National Treatment Court Month, select staff members and stakeholders from Dallas County will be
showing their support and attending RISE 2025;
